We want to see your shorts.  Not those shorts!  We mean your short films for the 
Third Annual �������������	���������	���������	���������	  High School Film Festival.  
 
�������������	���������	���������	���������	  is an opportunity for you to show your film, and possibly 
even win a prize.  That’s right: cold, hard cash.  Here’s how it works.  
 
You submit your film by February 2, 2009, and we review all the entries.  We 
select the best of the best to be viewed at the ����������	����������	����������	����������	  event.  Then, 
on March 21, 2009 at the Richmond Art Museum, we will show the selected films 
on the big screen!  You and all of your family, friends and neighbors are 
encouraged to attend. 
 
����������	����������	����������	����������	  is a festival for the best young filmmakers in Indiana.  Simply 
attending the event will be a learning experience for both novice and seasoned 
high school directors.  You will get to see, firsthand, what your fellow filmmakers 
are doing to make their films the best they can possibly be. 
 
 

 
 

In case you are wondering… 
 
A ����������	����������	����������	����������	  was an early type of motion picture projector, 
invented by a very clever Hoosier named C. Frances Jenkins.  
The first motion picture screening EVER used a phantoscope, and 
was held in Richmond, Indiana, in 1894. And you thought nothing 
interesting ever happened in Indiana! 
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Official Rules and Guidelines 
 
 
Want to enter your film?  Here’s how…  
_____________________________________________________________________ 
 
STEP 1: Who is eligible? 
 
PHANTOSCOPE is a state-wide competition.  Any high school student (grades 9 – 
12) who is a resident of the State of Indiana can submit films.  This includes all 
students in public school, private school, or home-school. 
 
Have you made a film?    
 
If you “made” the film, you’re the film’s Director, the filmmaker, the Auteur (look it up). If 
you only held the camera, or acted in it, or got doughnuts for everybody, it’s not your film 
to enter.  Find the person who made it, and give this information to him or her right now!  
If it was a joint project, you can put up to three peoples’ names on it as the director, but 
one of you needs to be the main contact person. 
 
If you answered “YES” to those three questions, con gratulations, you’re eligible! 
_____________________________________________________________________ 
 
STEP 2:   Is your film eligible?  
 
Your film must have been completed within the last two years, and be no longer than 15 
minutes (that includes the credits).  All genres are welcome.   
 
Simple enough, right?  Just keep in mind that this is a film festival for young people, 
generally under 18, and your film should be appropriate viewing for that audience. In 
other words, if you couldn’t get in to see your own film in a theater (if it would have an 
“R” or above rating), don’t bother sending it to us.

STEP 3:  Make a copy of your movie to submit.  
 
Films will be accepted on VHS or DVD only.  DON’T send us any other formats, and 
DON’T send us the only copy of your film. (Never send anyone the only copy of your 
film!)  However, we do need the best quality copy you can send us, so make a good, 
clean copy, OK?   
 
And after you think you’ve made that good, clean copy, do us a favor.  Go back and look 
at it to make sure that your film is there.  The image, the soundtrack: no technical 
problems.  We want to see all of your hard work!

STEP 4: Complete the entry form.  
 
Fill the form out COMPLETELY.  You may submit up to 3 separate films.  If you’re 
sending more than one film, please fill out one form for EACH film.

STEP 5: Pay the entry fee.    
 
The fee is $5.00 and must be paid for EACH film entered.  Please pay by check or 
money order only, payable to The Richmond Art Museum.  Don’t send cash (don’t ever 
send cash through the mail!)    
 
Hang on, you’re almost done.

STEP 6:  Mail it! 
 
Put everything in a box (or a padded envelope) and send it to us before the deadline 
(that’s February 2, 2009, remember?).  Ship it to:
