a public forum on the big screen. The venue is the 500 seat Art Deco theatre,
McGuire Hall Auditorium inside the Richmond Art Museum. The public is invited
to view submitted work, and a panel of film experts engage in a discussion about
filmmaking with those in attendance.

Origin of the Festival Name:

A was an early type of motion picture projector,
invented by an Indiana native named C. Francis Jenkins. The first
motion picture screening ever used a phantoscope, and was held
in Richmond, Indiana, in 1894.




Official Rules and Guidelines

Follow these guidelines for submission of films.

Applicant Eligibility

1. is a regional film competition. Any high school student (grades
9 —12) who is a resident of the State of Indiana or Ohio can submit films. This
includes all students in public school, private school, or home-school.

Director(s)

2. The filmmaker is the director of the film. If it was a joint project, you can include up to
three names on it as director, but one person needs to be identified as the main contact.

Film Eligibility

1. Your film must have been completed within the last two years, and be no longer than
15 minutes (including the credits). All genres are welcome, but the work must be original
and creative material. This is a festival celebrating films made completely by teen
filmmakers. Use your creativity and vision when writing/filming to convey the story you
are telling.

2. Although the Richmond Art Museum and the Phantoscope Film Committee are not
advocating censorship of creativity, remember that this is a competition of high school
filmmakers. Any material deemed R-rated will be automatically eliminated from the
competition. If you attempt to address tough subject matter, keep in mind your
audience, and handle your writing and filming with care. Obscene material will be
eliminated from the competition, and the entry fee will not be refunded.

Submission of Films

1. Films will be accepted in DVD format only. DO NOT send any other formats, and DO
NOT send the only copy of your film. Be certain to double check the DVD for image and
sound quality.

2. Afilmmaker may submit up to three (3) separate films. If submitting more than one
film, you are required to fill out an entry form for each film submitted and pay the entry
fee for each.



3. The entry fee for submissions is $10. To save money and impress the committee,
submit your film during early submission for only $5. Early submissions are better for
both the flmmakers and the judging process. Please pay by check or money order
only, payable to: Richmond Art Museum.

4. Protect your film before mailing it.
